The Doctor of Philosophy in Public Affairs at the Department of Public Policy and
Administration prepares students for academic and research careers, as well as senior-level
positions in public, nonprofit and international organizations. The degree provides a sound
foundation in current research in public administration, policy and management. Doctoral
students demonstrate significant research capacity in the discipline through the writing of a
dissertation. The program features an “apprentice-style” system of learning. Small class sizes
encourage close interactions between faculty and students and promote peer collaboration.
Many renowned faculty members assume leadership positions in professional associations,
such as ASPA, ABFM, and IASIA.

Our Ph.D. student body is representative of the global community. Domestic students hail
from all over the United States. International students come to us from around the world,
including China, Germany, Guatemala, India, Turkey, and Vietnam, among others. Our
students have received competitive awards and accolades nationally and internationally,
including fellowships from the Fulbright Program, National Science Foundation and U.S.
